It inc lud es 
com m unic ating wit h oth er s f or the pur pos e of obt ai n ing inf or m ation, cop yin g f rom the wor k of other s and pur pos e l y 
ex pos in g or con ve yi ng inf or m ation to ot her stu dents who are tak ing t he t es t or ex am ination.”

It is th e ser ious ac a dem ic off enc e of repr oduc i ng som eone els e’s wor k, inc ludi ng wor ds, ide as and 
m edia, with out per m is s ion f or cour s e credit to war ds a cer tif ic ate, dipl om a, degr e e and/or prof es s iona l des i gnat ion. The 
def ini ng char ac ter is tic is th at th e wor k is not your s.  
“Intent ion al plag iar is m is the del iber a te pres ent ati on of another ’s wor k or ide as as one ’s own.” Inte nti ona l pl agi ar is m can 
be a cop y of m ater ial f rom a jour nal artic l e, a book chapt er, dat a f rom the Inter net, anoth er stude nt, wor k subm itted f or 
credit in anot her cour s e or from other sour c es.
